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Abstract

Pakistan has faced the strong spell of terrorism which is the pivotal predicament of the de-
veloping countries not only affect the coherence, peace and development of the whole re-
gion but has impact on the socio academic status of the students as well. In addition to
this, the academic performance of the students is also hindered by the terrorism but
holdup the social circumstances of the region. The present study mainly intends on the im-
pact of terrorism of the socio-academic circumstances of the region. For this purpose, the
secondary data was collected through current research articles whereas the primary data
was collected from students of south and North Waziristan agencies and their perception
about the terrorism and its impact on their socio-academic circumstances. The collected
data was passed through statistical analysis and regression was applied to identify the im-
pact of calculating variables on the criterion variable which revealed that the test variables
have profound impact on the criterion variables. Hence, it was concluded that the test vari-
ables have noteworthy relation and have important effects on each other.
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Introduction

The biggest problem faced by most of the developing countries is extremism which not on-
ly affects the endurance of a nation but also hindered the growth of the developing coun-
tries like Pakistan. The growth phase and prosperity not only impacted by the terrorism
but the social and academic development as well. In this regard, the current study entails
around the impact of terrorism on the social and academic situations in the north and
South Waziristan agencies of Khyber Pakhtunkhawa, Pakistan. Pakistan has become sus-
ceptible to terrorism and confronted biggest issues during the last decades of terrorism.So,
the battle against terrorism began in Afghanistan and expands toward the regions of Paki-
stan. The conflict against terrorism not only created the different religious, racist and se-
mantic issues but also stimulate the terroristic activities within the regions of Pakistan. In
addition, these issues tremendously influenced not only the developmental progress but
the entire academic and social situations of the students of the country Afza & Zeshan
(2013). In these circumstances the importance of media enlightened all the issues raised
due to the terrorism regarding social and academic situations of the students of the country
Fatima, Latif, Chugtai, Hussain & Aslam (2014).

The etymological meaning of terrorism is damage, murder or harassments of the innocuous
people by the suicide attacks without surfing their particular causes. The terrorist have on-
ly wants to distract the law and order circumstances for their benefits. The terrorism chief-
ly triggers the damage to entire set-ups, distracts the survival of entire people, interrupts
the political stability and effect the social success of the whole country Muhammad & Khan,
(2014).

The social and academic life of any area is greatly influenced by terrorism. The review of
related research showed that there exists negative influence of terrorism upon the social
and academic standard of the area and the entire country on the whole. During the last era,
an increase in terrorist activities seems to greatly influence the educational organizations
in the entire area Ahmad, Masood, Dean, Shakir, Kardar & Barlass (2011). The only criteri-
on for the educational standards is peace and success which are hugely influenced by ter-
rorism. The terroristic activities were also brought out against educational staff especially
teaching staff, learners, educational institutions and collectively the supporting staff, educa-
tional officials and trade unionist Munir,(2015). The terroristic attacks collectively distract
the school buildings, setups, violent attacks on buses carrying schools children which chief-
ly affected the educational events in the whole area Jamal, Khan and Muhammad, (2016).
This research paper intended to highlight the role of terrorism on the socio academic stu-
dents of the north and South Waziristan Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Pakistan.
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Literature Review

Pakistan has confronting the suicide bombing attacks on the various public and govern-
mental places which results in loss of human as well as non-assets. The terrorist utilized
their terroristic actions to achieve their benefits and pressurize the government to fulfill
their demands Afza & Zeshan, (2013). This gives birth to various kinds of national issues
around the country including education, damage to social setups and economic crises too.
This leads to present the unfavorable image of Pakistan on global level. The terrorism not
only jeopardized the stability, well-being and peace of the entire area but also endangered
the political, religious and social structures of the country Muhammad &Khan (2014). The
terrorism has not only effected the social and economic situations but it has also developed
the unemployment in Pakistan. Presently, most the sectors have lost their potentiality and
dynamic functioning due to the war against terrorism because it not only affects the even
working of these sectors but also enhances their expenses on security and precautionary
measures Muhammad, (2016).

Government of Pakistan has started military operations against the terrorists on vast
range. Various army and civil personnel were injured and martyred as the result of these
operations. Incidentally, the terrorism is a national risk which required particular com-
mitments on the part of government to uproot the cause of terrorism in the region Haider,
Heredero, Ahmad & Sumaira, (2016).

The social media is an independent sector of every country which works for the welfare of
their country people. When media played its function for the eradication of such issues
then it will bring harmony among all sectors of the country Romanus, (2013). Media is like
a vital organ for social and academic development of the students. But its role during the
eradication of terrorism is remarkable Herrigel, (2014).

Terrorism has been spread over the regional areas of the country which hinders widely the
national development Paul & Jianguo, (2002). So, the uncertainty and issues in Pakistan
slow down the regional peace, security and success Biorgo, (2005).

Education is the fundamental and universal right of every individual in the society which is
greatly impacted by terroristic attacks during the last years of terrorism Bouhana & Wik-
strom, (2008).Social media played its role during this era to awake the masses and produce
conducive environment for educational activities. It is an credited reality that the national
development largely depends on the development of educational institutions that is ar-
ranged for the general public of the country because education is the symbol of developed
nations Ghazi, (2011).However, government take strict actions against terroristic activities
and to lessens the threats to educational institutions Ahmad, Masood, Kardar & Barlass,
(2011). The educational development is the urgent need for the social and economic devel-
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opment in all aspects in developing countries. The educational sector is the proof of gov-
ernment inattention so the educational institutions are top target of the terrorist activities
Madiha, (2015). The terrorism hassle the government capabilities to provide educational
facilities, social and economic development by which education system deprived of stand-
ard education and can emerge the stability of specific objectives Jamal, Khan & Muhammad,
(2016). The whole scenario greatly influenced the educational system of the country.

To check the relationship and impact of terrorism on socio-
academic circumstances of South and North Waziristan Khyber Pakhtunkhawa. Khyber
Pakhtunkhawa comprised of seven agencies and six FATA regions which are strongly af-
fected by this strong spell of terrorism.

Table showed significant impact of terrorism, social media and socio-academic situations
with the results that both terrorism and social media carried along 26% variation in socio-
academic situation. Likewise, the coefficient of regression that terrorism has significant
impacton the socio-academic situation (.579 & .018). Similarly, the social media has
showed significant impact on the socio-academic situations (.273 & .031). So, the hypothe-
sis about the social media, terrorism and socio-academic situation is hereby accepted.

Discussion

The academic and social combination has become more stimulating task to various inter-
ested persons in various scenarios. In addition, the socio-academics phenomenon has orig-
inated as topicof significance in the present day competition. Keeping in view the status of
socio academic, the social integration and academic has been considered one of the chal-
lenging tasks for stakeholders in various field of life. In this respect the socio academic con-
cern has become hot topic in this modern competitive era. Therefore, by keeping all the
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scenario it is important that to highlight, how effectively these circumstances cultivate the
actual spirits of belonging, assurance of objectives, competences and access valued about
shared resources that directly impact on academic and social integration (Madge, Meek,
Wellens & Hooley, 2009). The literature suggested that social and academic integration
sometimes considered for long term determination of objectives but in comparative term
the each form of integration is challenged. However, these socio academic circumstances
are more valuable for academic and social integration which need more concentration of
policy makers and government authorities in order to comprehensively boost up these cir-
cumstances as per national and international standard (Rubin, Watt & Ramelli, 2012). The
same concern is also very important for educational institutions in Pakistan in order to
make valuable positive changes and successful implementation of strategies and policies
that lead to best interest of stakeholders in the development process. However, various is-
sues related to academic and socio circumstances, especially the role of media and terror-
ism are the most fomous in this concern (Zunzunegui, 2015). The terrorism severely affect
the socio academic situations in different angle like, hindering the academic credibility of
educational institutions as well as students. Similarly, the role of media is also valuable in
this aspect because media highlights educational development about academic achieve-
ments as well as responsibilities of policy makers in order to make positive changes toward
achievement and specific goals (Rubin). Therefore, it is considered most significant area to
explore basic issues related to educational circumstances in developing countries like, Pa-
kistan, India, Iran and Sri Lanka

Conclusion

It is concluded from this research study that terrorism has noteworthy negative effect on
the socio-academic situation which expands its roots to entire social network of the coun-
try. Therefore, the social media has played its role in upbringing the social matters and
promote them by providing the conducive environment with respect to socio-academic cir-
cumstances. Likewise, the social media is also helpful in adjustment of social matters of ac-
ademic and social areas of concerns.
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
